Weekly Wood Carving with Lennie Williams 
 
Lennie teaches on Tuesdays from 6 pm – 8 pm.  Learn the 
basics of wood carving any style: relief, architectural, realistic, 
caricature, wildlife, coastal Indian, chip carving. Beginning 
students will work on a practice piece to learn the basic 
techniques of carving, overview of carving tools and their care, 
and an overview of different styles of carving. Upon 
completion of the basics, students may work on a carving in 
the style of their choice on an on-going basis. New students 
need to meet with the instructor one week prior to their first 
class. $30.00/class or 4 class punch-card for $99.00. Class fee 
does not include materials.
